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At the main entry of our garden sits a naturally built sculpture of Mother Earth, The Queen of Fashion.  She is greeting everyone twirling her skirt with Joy and Abundance opening into the entire garden showing the textural layers of life she creates from mighty oak tree to all types of native plants such as purple iris and golden rod, depicting the energy chakras of life, aromatic, therapeutic and medicinal herbs, clean rich soil for nourishing foods, nurturing birds, bees, wildlife and even chickens, healing crystals, life giving water and even wind power for our wind spire at back of garden.
Kitchen façade open to garden showing the connection from earth to home.  Showing how planting, growing and eating healthy sustainable food gives back to Mother Earth by creating compost which relives back into the soil again.  The design is also earth friendly protecting our forest and reducing waste as well as creating healthier indoor air quality.  Cabinets: FSC certified cabinets, recycled glass countertops and remnant granite backsplash.  Living wall and roof incorporated as well as a small hydroponic display.  Aquascape Inc. rain water filtration system will also be created at side of façade returning to pond beneath bridge.

Bridge built by Aquascapes of reclaimed stone connects their garden with ours bridging over a half dry half wet pond and rain garden showing wetland and woodland foliage along its banks and inside its depths.  

Insect Habitats: Also attached to pillars of the bridge will house natural cob built insect habitats using old paper towels tubes, bamboo etc. There will be a wall in the back that will be made with insect habitats made by children learning. 
Pathway:  All walls and pathway will be built using permeable pavers and recycled stone and granite.  

Furniture will be made of reclaimed wood and metal. 
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
